THE projected decline for
Australian lamb production is
said to be 10 percent for the
year 2007, and while sheep
farmers struggle to increase
the profitability of their sheep
in both the wool and meat
markets they are being urged
to consider the possibility of
producing animals for meat
purposes only.

BreedersBEST, an alliance
seeking to capture the full
potential of the growing
market for premium lamb,
have introduced a new and
innovative approach which
was presented to
Gnowangerup farmers last
week.

The BreedersBEST
information day gave farmers
the opportunity to learn how
to increase profits through the

use of advanced genetics and
technology.

Created through an alliance

between Genstock and
Landmark, BreedersBEST aims
to combine the expertise and
resources from both
companies to deliver a
branded product of quality
lamb.

BreedersBEST marketing
manager Pierre Syben said the
BreedersBEST lamb
management system would
generate greater profit for
farmers by achieving optimal
balance between the number
of lambs produced, the final
lamb weight at delivery and
the stocking rate.

This will result with an
increase in kilograms of lamb
per hectare.

“The main objective for us
is to add to the Australian
farmer’s bottom line,” Mr
Syben said.

“The future demand for
animal protein is very strong.

“As people become more
affluent the demand for
quality meat will increase
providing greater
opportunities for farmers to
capitalise.”

New Zealand is expected to
halve their lamb production
from 40 million to 20 million
by 2014 creating a window of
opportunity for Australian
lamb producers to capture new
markets.

“New Zealand currently has
a 227,800 tonne quota for the

European market while
Australia only holds an
18,000t quota,” Mr Syben
said.

“With the decrease in New
Zealand’s production
Australian producers have the
opportunity to take this on
board.

“The opportunities for
Australia are very strong.

“Geographically we are
located close to Asia which
will open up further
opportunities.

“Australian producers also
have the advantage of being
able to lamb in autumn and
spring.

“The Australian market also
has a disease free status for
BSE, Foot and Mouth and
Avian Influenza – a vital fact
that will open the market in
Asia, Europe and the USA.”

As consumers become more
discerning about their food
choices, the market for a
quality branded product
becomes more essential
therefore BreedersBEST will
market their product as a
consistent premium source of
meat.

The production of a quality
animal involves superior
genetic breeding to encourage
early maturing, prolific and
robust composite ewes and
rams.
